· A reduced grade for the entire course, including the possible specification of a course letter grade of F or Y (no credit) for a course taken credit/no credit;

· A letter grade of F for the entire course with transcript notation of “Academic Dishonesty (class)” and the recording of a grade of either ADF for F or ADY for credit/no credit.
(The following additional sanction may be applied :)
· Participation in an online academic integrity workshop conducted by Miami University.
· Completion of an educational seminar other than the academic integrity workshop (please specify)
If this is the student’s second offense, Suspension must be the recommended sanction. In extraordinary circumstances for first offenses, the recommendation for suspension may be forwarded to the Dean.
